Connecting the battery to the BTP/BP inflator:
- Open the inflator bag’s central hinge, disconnect and extract the charging clip cable supplied as standard to the inflator. 
- Put the battery in its pocket and connect the power cable to the inflator.  
Charging the battery: 
-Insert the charger’s charging plug to the battery. 
-Choose the appropriate supply cable (USA or Europe); plug it into the seat on the battery charger and in the mains plug (from 100 to 240 AC). 
-The red LED light comes on during charging; the battery is charged when the green LED light comes on.  
-As soon as the battery is charged, disconnect the battery charger from the mains and from the battery immediately in order to avoid the battery running down completely.   

The battery has a three-month guarantee.
